If you need to hire golf clubs or trundlers, please call the Boulcott Pro Shop on 04 567 4722  
to pre-book. Club and trundler hire is $30.00 
 
DRESS CODE 
Clothing worn on the course should be neat, tidy and appropriate to the event. Shirts and tailored or 
denim shorts or trousers (excluding work jeans), golf shoes with soft spikes or normal shoes without 
a heel are permitted on the course. Jeans and tee shirts are not permitted on the course or any 
frayed, ripped or torn clothing, beach or rugby shorts and tops, and clothing dominated with 
advertising and logos. 

 

AMBROSE RULES 
• All team members tee off each hole. 
• Team chooses the shot they are going to use. 
• When selecting the best shot you must play from within 1 club length  

(1 putter head on the green). 
• If your shot is in the rough the ball must be played from within the rough. 
• The golfer whose shot is taken is eliminated from participating in the next shot. 
• A player is only eliminated for one shot following his/her selected shot. 
• This process continues up until the ball is on the green. 
• All players may putt once the ball is on the green. 
• All four players tee off the next hole and the eliminated process beings again. 
• The eliminated player cannot take a practice shot during the time they are eliminated. 
• Each team member’s tee shot must be used at least three (3) times per eighteen
